loves us, forgives us and assures us of eternal life. How-
ever we travelled, we all arrive at the same place. Whatever our Lenten journey has
brought this year we have survived, we have thrived and we will flourish because in
the end God did all this for us. Our only job now is to invite others to know how
much God loves them so that they too will  survive, thrive and flourish.

Travel well, enjoy the companionship and keep the tool box under review.
