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Dear Friends 
 
‘Jesus is Lord!’ 
 
Around me, people are tidying their gardens, trimming hedges, and mowing lawns. 
I’m one of them – in fact, I’ve just broken my hedge trimmer. I don’t think the cable 
was very safe, so I’ve had to buy a new one, a cordless one this time (as I’ve cut 
through the other twice!). The new one is extendable and has got many uses, which 
will help me to carry  out the tasks that need doing in the garden. 
 
Recently, it’s been Pentecost Sunday, followed by Trinity Sunday, and I’ve been     
thinking  about the gifts of the Holy Spirit. Paul writes about them in 1 Corinthians 12: 
1-31. Corinth was a diverse community, and Paul had a hard time in proclaiming the 
Good News of Jesus. But within all that, amazing things were happening in the works 
of the Spirit and the new Church, being full of excitement and enthusiasm, was able 
to cry ‘Jesus is Lord’. 
 
We may have enthusiasm for our local church, and the unity of the Circuit; we also 
need the right equipment / resources to carry out our tasks. As we read Paul’s writing 
in the passage mentioned above, we can relate the gifts of the Spirit to our friends 
around us; to those who serve in many ways in our churches and in a wider role 
among the Circuit. 
  
There are many differing gifts and differing functions, as Paul says, given by God to be 
used in God’s service. They are to build up the church, in unity, to God’s glory. Every 
small thing that we do in our churches is for the benefit of all. 
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So, we give grateful thanks to all our volunteers in the life of our Church – for those 
who trim the hedges and look after our church gardens and burial grounds, to the  
numerous  tasks in church to prepare for worship, maintain the properties, and the 
administration of our committees and church groups, and events (the District has just 
held an event to celebrate the gift of Administration). If we made a list of every single 
task within our church life, I think we would be quite shocked at the length of the list! 
 
We need to remember though, that these tasks are not just about ‘keeping our 
churches going’, they are more than that. They are about building the kingdom 
through a healthy Church, so that we can share in God’s mission within the world, 
and that is our key priority. We do what we do because we have the gift of Faith. We 
love God and want to live our lives for him, and it is this gift of Faith which turns our 
visions into action. 
 
In the body of Christ, we each have a part to play, and no task is insignificant or more 
important than another. You have a valued contribution to make, because not one 
person can fulfil all the roles. Sometimes the roles we do apply to our strengths, and 
at other times they’re outside our comfort zones – which reminds me of the        
Covenant Prayer in the Methodist Worship Book page 288. 
 
We are reminded in John 14: 26 that God the Father sends the Holy Spirit in Jesus’ 
name: God the Father, Jesus the Son, and the Holy Spirit are all co-present. Whatever 
your special gift might be, your tasks within the Church, remember that you are      
resourced by the Holy Spirit, God is with you. Let the Spirit be poured out upon you 
and be encouraged in what you do. With thanks and prayers for each one of you.
